METHODOLOGY
Kaiser Health News analyzed COVID-19 case rates across the country and compared them to a number of demographic factors. KHN obtained COVID-19 data by county from The New York Times and populations from 2019 U.S. Census Bureau Population Estimates to calculate cases per 100,000 residents. The national map displays COVID-19 case rates per 100,000 by commuting zone, defined as a group of counties that approximate local economies and can cross state boundaries. 
KHN is providing the data by county, rather than commuter zone, although the commuter zone codes and labels are included in the data.
The case counts are as of April 22. The New York Times lumps cases for all five New York City counties into one entity, so KHN gathered separate case counts for Kings, Bronx, Richmond, New York and Queens counties from the New York City Health Department for this data. 
Elderly percentages include people age 65 and older. Health insurance rates are for people under age 65. Race and ethnicity percentages break the county population into the following groups: white non-Hispanic, black non-Hispanic, American Indian/Alaska Native non-Hispanic, Asian non-Hispanic, Hispanic, and other non-Hispanic.
